Finally, we will combine forces with the guitar
class to jam! All are welcome to attend, though the class will be geared for fiddlers with at least
basic playing skills who are relatively new to the swing genre. Admission: $30/$25 for students.

Swing Guitar (2.5hrs): In this class, Larry Unger will teach swing chords and backup
rhythms. We'll explore basic improvisation and look briefly at other backup styles. Finally, we'll
combine forces with the fiddlers to jam! Admission: $30/$25 for students.

Group Class- Make the dancers go "Woo!" (or "How to play dance music that makes
people want to boogie down™) (1hr- at 2:30pm): In this class we will focus on playing together
and learning how to make the music exciting and inspiring to both musicians and dancers. Learn
how to listen and play in a big group/jam situation, and how to make the dancers go "Woo"! All
are welcome to attend this class! Admission: $15/$12 for students.

In the evening on Saturday, March 15, please join us in the evening for a high energy contra
dance including an extended break featuring couples dancing such as waltzing, swing and
hombo. Beginner lesson (included in admission) at 7:30pm, dance begins at 8pm. Admission
is $13/$10 for students.
